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We made it out of Zurich, Switzerland
just before they closed the airports
because of the volcanic eruption in
Iceland.  Two members of our team
were stuck in Europe for three days and
two in Chicago for a week.  It was a God-
send because one of the participants
stuck in Chicago was a surgeon.  She
stayed an extra week once she arrived in
Cameroon so more surgeries were
performed.

The 150 bed hospital
is rather old but they
make the best of
things.  It is the rainy
season there and the
roof came off one of
the wards after a
tropical storm.  There
was so much demand
for services because
of our surgical team
that they almost
doubled the number

of patients.  Some of the patients were
on the floor.  One custom in almost all
African hospitals is that the patient’s
relatives cook for them because the
hospital can’t afford to feed them.

We performed over 80 surgeries in
three weeks.  We had an orthopedic
surgeon on the team and he was
swamped.  They don’t have an
orthopedic specialist within 200 miles of
the hospital.  We had a chance to
witness and to pray for patients.  We
were very busy but it was rewarding and
fulf illing.  It was a hard and long project
but it was worth it.  The grateful smiles
of patients were enough reward for us.

In August, Judy and I will serve in
Kibogora, Rwanda for three weeks and,
in November, we will work in Bolivia for
one week.  Thank you so much for all
your love, prayers and support.
